                                            John Chapter 17 
1. The hour had come for Jesus to allow his enemies to take him captive. Many times the enemies of Christ had tried to capture him to kill him. No Man could take the life of Jesus Christ, It was only after Christ had fulfilled his Fathers will here on earth, then he would allow his enemies to capture him. The time had come that Christ must be put to death for you and I. Glorify your Son Jesus Prayed, Jesus was looking ahead at his death upon the cross and if he would have remained in the grave the world would have only Knew him as just another man. But Christ knew that if God glorified him and raised him from the dead that it would be proof that he was truly the son of God and the world’s savior. God answered this prayer by raising Christ on the third day and then later taking him home to set on the right side of his father. That your son may also glorify you, Jesus glorifies God when ungodly men and woman are converted and they bring there praises and thanks to our Lord Jesus Christ. This brings great Glory to God.                  
2. God has given Christ power over the entire world and all flesh as the result of his work of redemption at the cross. This authority entitles him to give eternal life to all that God has given unto him. Who is all that God has giving, all that has believed Christ is the son of God and accepted him as there savior. There’s no one in this world that can not be saved, by accepting and believing and trusting in Christ. But many choose not to accept the truth. God gave us the choice to believe or not to believe.       

3. This is the true and simple explanation of how eternal life is obtained. It is obtained by knowing God and Jesus Christ and that there’s only one God. The fact that his name is mentioned together with God the father as being the joint source of eternal life means that they are equal.
4. The Lord was speaking as if he had already had died and had been buried and risen again. Christ had lived a sinless life and taught the word of God and done his fathers will and now his work here on earth was almost finished. There was one thing left he had to do before it was complete. Christ died on the cross for you and me so that we might have life eternal. By Christ doing this it Glorified Gods wisdom, faithfulness, holiness, compassion, patience, power and love. Jesus Christ took on the weight of all transgressions of the world and vanishing Satan forever. Christ was also glorified by his crucifixion on the cross. He was the only one worthy and pure to shed the blood for all mankind.

5. Before Christ came to earth he dwelt in heaven with his father. When the Angles looked upon Christ they saw him as all glory of a supernatural being with significant power, holy and divine. Every eye under Heaven seen him as God. When the Lord came down among men he was seen as only as a carpenters son. Christ was Praying here glorify me together with yourself, meaning glorify me in your presence in heaven. Let the original glory which Christ had shared with God before Christ incarnation be resumed. Today Christ is setting on the right hand of his father being glorified and has resumed his place with the father.

6. Christ had fully manifested the Fathers name to his disciples. Jesus had truly declared the fathers true Nature to them. God gave him the disciples out of the world. They were separated from the world and the unbelieving mass of the world and were set apart to belong to Christ. These disciples had already been purchased by the blood before it had even been shed. They have kept your word said the Lord. Even through they had failures and shortcomings throughout life they had believed Christ and had kept his word and obeyed his teachings.

7. Read verse 7 and 8

8. Christ had perfectly represented his Father. He told his disciples that he did not speak or act upon his on will, but only by the fathers will and authority and by doing so the disciples had believed that truly the father had sent his son. Christ came in obedience to the fathers will and was the perfect servant of God. We Christians should strive to be like Christ and not to speak or act upon our on will, but by the fathers will.
9. Christ as a high priest was praying for his disciples and not the world. Not Meaning that he didn’t pray for the world, for as he was hanging on the cross he said forgive them father for they do not know what they do. Here he was praying for the disciples for they were the ones that had been selected walk with Christ and to hear Gods true word and to carry on Gods will to tell all mankind of Gods love. This is our duties today that we should tell the world of Gods love and mercy.
10.  The great union between God and Christ is showed in this verse. No mere man could ever say these words to God. Man could say all that is mine is yours, but not all yours is mine. It is because that Christ is equal to God that he could say this.  Jesus here also presents his flock here poor and backwards, but Christ declares I am glorified in them.
11.  Jesus is speaking here again as he has already descended to heaven. Here you notice he calls God Holy Father meaning the one who is the creator of the entire universe. He prays here that they all might be as one. This means you and me and to all that truly believes and have accepted Christ as there savior. As the Father and Son are one, so the true believers should be united in this respect also that they are like Christ.
12.  Here again Jesus was Praying that while he was here had kept them, his disciples and they where not lost that were true to him. But the son of perdition that the scripture might be fulfilled. Perdition means (lost of soul or eternal damnation).

13.  Here Christ was praying for his disciples and it was if he had said to them that these are the intercessions which I shall never cease to make in heaven before God.  Christ is still making intercessions for you and me so that we might partakers in his joy and that we might go out and share Gods word and love throughout the world.  

14. Jesus had given Gods word to the disciples and they had received the word. The result of this was that the world turned on them and hated them for this cause. We as Christians do not fit into the scheme of the world today. Our lives condemn the world. The world now is run by Satan and his follows and we are standing in there way.

15.  Jesus was praying here not that we should be taking out of this world and to heaven immediately. We must stay here and grow in grace and to witness for Christ, but he was praying that we might be kept from the evil one, not escape but preservation.

16.  Christians are not of the world just as Christ is not of the world. We should always remember this when we are temped by some of the worldly lusts. If you are somewhere or in some event that Christ is not welcome, should you really be there to start with.

17.  Sanctify means to set apart. As we read and study the word of God and obey it, it will sanctify us and set us apart from the world and making us useable vessels for God. This is the prayer that Jesus is praying here. God’s word is truth Jesus said, not your word contains truth, but that your word is truth.

18.  God sent Christ into the world to reveal God to the world and also Christ has sent us to reveal God to the world. Jesus knew as he was praying that soon he would be going home to heaven and that the future generation would still need some witness concerning God. This work must be done by the true believers today through and by the holy spirit of God. Even through we could never represent God as Christ did, or ever be equal to God it is our duty to represent him to the present world today.

19.  By Jesus dieing on the cross we might be sanctified through him and set apart from the world.

20.  Here Jesus was not only praying for his disciples, but for all generations to come.

21. The Lords prayer was for unity among his believers and also for the sinners of the world to believe that God Sent Christ.

22.  Here Christ again is praying for Unity and Glory for his Believers and true disciples and one day we will receive a glorified body in the resurrection or ascension. 

23.  The world will not only come to realize that Jesus was God the son but that all believers where loved by God just as Christ Was Loved by the Father. Just think of the great love that God loves us with.

24. Christ prayer here is to have his people with him in Glory. Just think every time a Child of God dies this prayer is answered. If we can only remember this it will be a comfort to our sorrow when a love one goes home to be with the Lord. The Glory Christ has is proof that God loved Christ before the foundation of the world.

25.  The world has not known God. Even when Christ walked upon this earth the world failed to see God through Christ his son. But his disciples seen and believed that God had sent his son. On the eve of his crucifixion there were only a few faithful believers in the whole mankind and even the disciples where about to forsake him.

26.  Jesus had declared to his disciples the fathers name and had revealed the father to them. The words and the works of his father he had showed them. Jesus had also declared his fathers name through the ministry of the Holy Spirit. Since the day of Pentecost it has been teaching believers about God. When men or woman accept God the Father through the Lord Jesus Christ we become special objects of Gods Love. Then the Father can look upon us and treat them as he treated his only Son.
